welcome color to the courtyard.  The April newsletter is blooming with information so prepare for 
renewal, new fun and a new plan for graduation and summer program. Like many other cultures, spring in 
Chinese symbolized the beginning of the year and growing of nature, so let’s rejuvenate and grow.  
Remember winter has gone and the flowers are coming back! 

 
Good news to share: Teacher Wendy gave birth to a 7 lb 3 oz. baby boy (Ethan Li) on March 9.  

Teacher Wendy is well taken care of because her mother can help out. We also welcome a new child Lisa 
Luangpraseuth (樊星) to P1.  She will come 5 days a week. Please join us to extend our warmest welcome 
to her parents: Boun Luangpraseuth(Thai) and Yu Fei Fan(Chinese).

This year all children are graduating in P2 and most of the P1 students who will be age 4 by 
September will move up to P2.  An application form for graduation will be given out by mid-April. Since 
many schools require students to register as early as April to confirm their enrollment, we will have to do 
the same in order to give our applicants the opportunity of prior choice. We, therefore, ask returning P1 
students to register by May 1, so that we can release the vacant spaces to the new students to register. All 
P1 parents must register your child by May 1 (Fri.) in order to secure your child’s space for the 2010-

The registration procedure requires:  1. Fill out the new registration form (available near the 

mailbox).  2.  Pay $100 annual registration fee and $200 reservation fee. Both fees are non-refundable, but 
the $200 reservation fee will apply to the first tuition payment and the balance of the tuition will be due 
on July 1. Those who prefer the two-payment method will continue to enjoy the 5% discount, please also 
do so before July 1, and then you don’t need to worry about the payment until 2010.
